3. The loop does not work in the upper galleries

GARAGE PARKING VALIDATIONS 

  
We have arrangements for discounted parking with two nearby garages for Old South 
Church worship or church business (excluding weddings and concerts): 
  
1. Park at the Garage @ 100 Clarendon (behind Back Bay Station), have your 

ticket validated at our Front Desk, and you pay the discounted rate of $7 for up 
to 3 hours. Old South bears no cost. 

2. Park at the Prudential Garage for up to 5 hours on Saturday or Sunday, have 
your ticket validated at our Front Desk, and the Prudential Garage will bill Old 
South (costing us $15k - $20k per year).
